Complexity and nuance without
being over-the-top with excessive ripeness and
alcohol. In short: a kind of Bordeaux-California
hybrid.

Delicious black currant fruit loaded with
cedar/tobacco spices are expressed in the
bouquet which leads to sumptuous mouth-filling
Cabernet fruit flavors tinged with olive and
vanilla notes. Smooth and long in the mouth.
This release is totally satisfying and very drink-
able now as a young wine, but will certainly age
for at least 5 more years.
